Information about Location: The World Food Prize is world-class museum that
recognizes the great achievements made in agriculture and the fight against world
hunger. The students will learn about the history of the building, what the World
Food Prize and Hall of Laureates do and what the organization stands for.
Students will have the opportunity to participate in interactive learning as well as
watch short 1 to 2 minute videos learning about world hunger and what is being
done to help feed those in need.

What do KTC participants do at this location? Students are broken up into
smaller groups on guided tour of the World Food Prize and Hall of Laureates.
KTC staff is split among the groups.

Specific Items to Note: Tennis shoes are preferred as the students will be walking
on tours throughout the building. No food or drink is allowed in the building.

What do I do if my child doesn’t want to participate? The students are required
to stay with their group. They do not have to engage or participate in hands on
activities if they don’t want.
