If you have a consistent schedule contract for the summer, you will be invoiced three times during the entire summer. 

Your payment will be pulled at 4:00 a.m. on the due date.  If you have a pick your days contract for the summer, 

please make sure each child’s schedule is entered by 11:59 p.m. the Wednesday prior to the week of attendance. Also 

make sure your payment is made by 4:15 p.m. (11:59 p.m. online) the Friday prior to the week of attendance. 

Payments that are not paid on time after invoicing will be charged a $20 late fee. August 16 & 17 are non-school days 

for summer KTC.  Make sure you register for them under Register for Non-School Days on Eleyo, if needed.  Each 

day is $37 per child. 
 

We ask that you please drop your child(ren) directly off at their individual summer locations.  There will be no 

busing for extra-curricular youth programs. Late Departure- Pickup is required by 5:30 p.m. If you are 1-10 minutes 

late you will be charged $20.00. You will also be charged $1.00 for each minute after the first 10 minutes.
